   Are all covers on the chainsaw in place and secured, and all screws and bolts tightened?  

   Are all fluid reservoirs, caps, hoses or connections (such as for fuel, oil, and chain lube) 
properly seated and free of leaks? 

 

   Is the muffler in place and free of damage or deterioration?  

   Is the chain sharp, and free of damage?  

   Is the chain set and maintained at the correct tension, per manufacturer’s 
recommendations? 

 

   Is there adequate chain lube in the reservoir?   

   Is the tip guard is in place on the saw (where equipped)?   

   Is the chain brake functioning (where equipped)?  

   Is the guide bar for the chain free of excessive wear, burrs, warpage, build-up of materials, 
or other damage? 

 

   Do all switches (throttle lock, kill switch) function properly?  

   Is the saw operator provided with and using all required personal protective equipment 
(e.g.: safety glasses, hearing protection, gloves, safety boots, leg protection, hardhat . . .)? 

 

   Is there adequate space for the operator to maintain a stable stance and avoid falling 
material?
